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There were several asymmetrical perspectives between media discourses and stakeholder's perceptions about causes of fires and solutions to combat forest fires in Indonesia. Stakeholders perceived that forest fires were mostly caused “intentionally™. In contrast to
stakeholders’ peroeptions, many causes of forest fire according to global media discourses were identified as “accidental”, due to natural factors. Although both media and stakeholders pointed to "praxis” as the most important solution in addressing forest fire, they
